	NLP OUTREACH PROGRAM

The National Library of the Philippines – Children's Section (NLP-CS) was opened in July 2006 with the aim of promoting and nurturing a love of knowledge and reading to a generation who might otherwise read nothing longer than a 140-character “tweet”. However, even with a voluminous and varied collection of books, serials, and audio-visual resources such as that in the NLP-CS, one cannot expect children to simply flock to a library – a place even most adults only enter when they have a need for reference or research. Therefore, the NLP-CS is not merely a passive resource for children, but rather an active and participative environment that engages children through special services such as storytelling, arts and crafts activities, puppet shows, and “Read Aloud”. 

One of the promising activities that the NLPCS conducted was the OUTREACH PROGRAM. They went to the different public libraries and schools to promote love for reading and books. The Children were very happy listened the Stories, watched puppet show and enjoyed doing arts. Not only for children but for librarians/teachers. They give some workshops/training on that activities.
