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* Dag Hammarskjold Library is the library of UN Headquarters in
New York, with its own specific mandate

* The UN Secretariat also has regional centres in Geneva, Vienna,
Santiago, Addis Ababa, Beirut and Bangkok, each with its own
autonomous library service.

* Many of the other organisations in the UN system also have
autonomous library services




* Library services existed from the origins of the UN in 1945

* It is seen as a parliamentary library

* A new library building was opened in 1961 and was named after
Dag Hammarskjold, the Secretary-General who had led the
development of the plans and had died in service just before the

opening
